By using specialized computer-assisted translation workflow software and simulating a collaborative work environment, students become
conversant with the tools and procedures required for twenty-first century localization and translation work. Extensive practice in translating a variety of
oral and written documents in the target language provides the skills to work in business, non-profit, and academic contexts.
